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Lent begins on Ash Wednesday 
and is a period of remembering, 

especially, the final days of 
Jesus’ journey to the cross. 
Primarily, we remember our 

Lord’s time in the wilderness 
where He fasted, prayed and 

overcame temptation.
Many Christians honour this 

season by being more intentional 
in denying ourselves. This often 
comes in a form of fast from our 

common pleasures (i.e. food, 
media, games, etc) and replacing 
that time to connect more deeply 
with our Lord (beyond our usual 
practices) resonating with and 

recalling what it cost Him to grant 
us eternal life. The season ends 

with the triumphal celebration of 
Christ’s resurrection and victory 

over death and sin on Easter 
Sunday.

In this season of the 
church calendar, we focus on Jesus’ 
entrance and journey in public 
ministry and are mindful of the 
mission of the Church to reach the 
peoples that Christ may be revealed 
to them.

LENT
This season of 40 days (not counting 
Sundays) recalls Jesus’ 40 days in the 
wilderness where He fasted and 
resisted Satan’s temptation and testing. 
May we journey the 40 days from Ash 
Wednesday with an intentional fast 
from our common pleasures in 
remembrance of Christ’s gift of eternal 
life to us until we victoriously celebrate 
it on Easter Sunday.
