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Lent begins on Ash Wednesday 
and is a period of remembering, 

especially, the final days of 
Jesus’ journey to the cross. 
Primarily, we remember our 

Lord’s time in the wilderness 
where He fasted, prayed and 

overcame temptation.
Many Christians honour this 

season by being more intentional 
in denying ourselves. This often 
comes in a form of fast from our 

common pleasures (i.e. food, 
media, games, etc) and replacing 
that time to connect more deeply 
with our Lord (beyond our usual 
practices) resonating with and 

recalling what it cost Him to grant 
us eternal life. The season ends 

with the triumphal celebration of 
Christ’s resurrection and victory 

over death and sin on Easter 
Sunday.

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ADVENT.
We begin the new church year with the
season of Advent. Advent is a four-week
season, which is characterised by 
themes of longing, waiting, and 
anticipation of the coming of Christ – His 
birth as well as His second coming. The 
liturgical colour of purple for this season 
symbolises penitence and preparation 
as reminders of our posture as we 
remember and wait.

THE TWELVE DAYS OF CHRISTMAS.
The Church remains in a state of
celebrating and honouring Christ's
birth beyond just Christmas day. In
these twelve days, may we like the wise 
men, take time to capture afresh the 
wonder of Christ, cherishing and 
contemplating the gift of Jesus to 
reconcile us to the Father in His coming 
to live among us as a human.

EPIPHANYTIDE
…from the Greek “epiphaneia” 
means “manifestation” or 
“appearance”. In this season of the 
church calendar, we focus on Jesus’ 
entrance and journey in public 
ministry and are mindful of the 
mission of the Church to reach the 
peoples that Christ may be revealed 
to them.

LENT
This season of 40 days (not counting 
Sundays) recalls Jesus’ 40 days in the 
wilderness in preparation of his official 
start in public ministry and eventual 
journey to the cross.  During this season, 
we draw especially closer to our Lord. To 
help us create that space to reflect, we 
intentionally simplify our lives. Many fast 
from something, so denying our carnal 
desires and instead focusing on Jesus and 
how he resisted the devil's temptations.  
Lent ends at Easter when we celebrate 
Jesus’ resurrection from the grave and His 
victory over sin and death!

During Lent, we draw especially closer to Jesus as we remember his 40 days in the desert. To help us create that space to reflect, we intentionally simplify our 
lives. Many fast from something, so deny our carnal desires and instead focus on Jesus and how he resisted the devil's temptations.  
Lent ends at Easter when we celebrate Jesus’ resurrection from the grave and His victory over sin and death!

PALM SUNDAY
Palm Sunday marks the start of Holy 
Week where we recount the events 
Jesus went through in this last week, 
ending in His resurrection. As Jesus 
humbly entered Jerusalem on a donkey, 
the huge crowds of believers, 
celebrated and praised Him, waving 
palm fronds and shouting, “Hosanna to 
the Son of David”. No one expected how 
that would soon turn to “Crucify Him!” 
in just a few more days as Jesus moved 
closer and closer to His final and 
greatest act of love to save us all.

EASTERTIDE 
This season celebrates the 50 days 
after Jesus’ resurrection. We firstly 
celebrate and remember the 40 days 
Jesus remained on earth after His 
resurrection and what that means to 
us until His ascension. We also 
celebrate the ten days after His 
ascension to the day of Pentecost 
when the Holy Spirit came to dwell 
among God’s people which also 
launched the Christian Church and 
mission to advance God’s Kingdom 
on earth.
