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1 John 4: 7 - 10 - “Dear friends, let us love one 
another, for love comes from God.  Everyone who 
loves has been born of God and knows God. 8 
Whoever does not love does not know God, 
because God is love.  This is how God showed his 
love among us: He sent his one and only Son into 
the world that we might live through him.  This is 
love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us 
and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our 
sins.”



1John 4: 7 – “Dear friends, let us love

WATCHMAN NEE:
“I will not pray for you to try and be more patient 

with your children, but I will pray for you to let 

Jesus be patient with your children through you.” 



John 15: 5 – “I am the Vine; you are the 
branches.

But 
perfect love cast out fear because fear has 

to do with punishment.  The one who fears is 

not made perfect in love.” 



1John 4: 19 – “We love because 
he first loved us.”



John 15: 12 – 15 – “My command is this: Love 

each other as I have loved you.  Greater love has 

no man than this that he lay down his life for his 

friends.  You are my friends if you do what I 

command.  I no longer call you servants because 

a servant does not know his master’s business.  

Instead, I have called you friends…”

Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the 

truth.  It always protects, always trusts, always 

hopes, always perseveres.  Love never fails.”

Romans 5: 6 – 8 – “You see, at just the right time, 

when we were still powerless, Christ died for the 

ungodly.  Very rarely will anyone die for a 

righteous man, though for a good man someone 

might possibly dare to die.  But God 

demonstrated his own love for us in this; while we 

were still sinners, Christ died for us.”



1John 3: 16a – “This is how we know

1John 3: 16b – “…And we ought to 

lay down our lives for our brothers.”
